SUMMARY

This volume is a second part of the transactions published under the same title
by the All-Union Research Institute of Marine Fisheries and Oceanography (VNIRO)
and the Pacific Research Institute of Marine Fisheries and Oceanography (TINRO).

The book summarizes the materials of the fisheries investigations carried out by
the abovementioned institutes in the Bering Sea and the Gulf of Alaska during the
recent years (1958—1962).

The papers presented involve an oceanographic complex of investigations and
are of great theoretical and practical interest. They increase our knowledge of the
bottom relief, sediments and hydrological regime of the Bering Sea which makes it
possible to range it among the most thoroughly investigated seas of the World Ocean.

Detailed characteristics of the Bering Sea areas, numerous practical instructions
and a great number of data and illustrations published are of exceptionally great impor-
tance for commercial fishing and crab vessels operating in this Sea.

In this respect the following papers are rather interesting: «On the water exchange
between the Bering Sea and the Pacific Ocean» by A. M. Batalin, «The heat balance
of the surface waters in some fishing areas of the Bering Sea» by N. G. Vasyukova,
«The scheme of the wind circulation of the Bering Sea currents (August 1959—1960)»
by Z. F. Gurikova, T. G. Vinokurova and V. V. Natarov, «Hydrological characteristics
of the Gulf of Alaska» by A. F. Plakhotnik and some other papers.

Hydrobiological complex of investigations is shown in the following papers: «On
ihe biology and fishery of the Southeastern Bering Sea crab» by N. G. Korolev, «Some
results of investigations on the biology and distribution of shrimp in the Pribylof area
of the Bering Sea» by B. G. Ivanov, «Some data on the quantitative distribution of the
bottom fauna in the Gulf of Alaska» by V. V. Shevtsov, «Quantitative distribution of
the echinoderms on the shelf of the East Bering Sea» by B. G. Ivanov, «The quantita-
tive distribution of plankton in the Southeastern Bering Sea in the summer of 1958 and
1959» by I. M. Meshcheryakova.

The papers dealing with ichthyological investigations are of great interest. Among
